“Order”) approving certain procedures for estimating remaining claims, approving a form of notice

having jurisdiction over this matter pursuant to PROMESA section 306(a); and it appearing that
venue is proper pursuant to PROMESA section 307(a); and the Court having found that the relief
requested in the Debtors’ Motion is in the best interests of the Debtors, their creditors, and other
parties in interest; and the Court having found that, based upon the relief requested by the Debtors’
Motion, no other or further notice is required; and the Court having determined that the legal and
factual bases set forth in the Debtors’ Motion establish just cause for the relief granted herein; and
any objections to the relief requested herein having been resolved as set forth herein, or withdrawn
or overruled on the merits; and after due deliberation and sufficient cause appearing therefor,

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED THAT:

1. The Motion is granted to the extent set forth herein.

2. The Debtors are hereby authorized to file Estimation Motions seeking to estimate
the Remaining Claims pursuant to the Estimation Procedures attached hereto as Exhibit 1.

3. Nothing in this Order or in the Motion is, or shall be deemed to constitute, any
admission as to the validity, nature, amount, or priority of any claim asserted against the Debtors
in these Title III cases, or a waiver of any right of the Debtors or any other party in interest in these
cases to dispute the validity, nature, amount, or priority of, or otherwise object on any grounds to
any such claims.

4. The Debtors’ proposed Notice to Claimants, attached hereto as Exhibit 2, is hereby
approved. The Court has made additional changes to the Notice to Claimants, which are reflected
in the redline attached hereto as Exhibit 3.

5. The Debtors are authorized to take any and all actions reasonably necessary or

appropriate to effectuate the relief granted pursuant to this Order in accordance with the Motion.
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6. This Court retains exclusive jurisdiction with respect to all matters arising from or
related to the implementation, interpretation, and enforcement of this Order.

7. This Order resolves Docket Entry No. 27319 in Case No. 17-3283.

1. Estimation Motions. The Debtors may file estimation motions (each an
“Estimation Motion”) pursuant to Section 502(c) of the Bankruptcy Code to estimate any of the
Remaining Claims.?

2. Filing of Estimation Motions: Each Estimation Motion shall be filed and served
with a response deadline of no less than twenty-five (25) days after service of the Estimation
Motion. The Estimation Motion shall not be set for a hearing until Debtors comply with the meet
and confer, status report, and notice of hearing procedures described in paragraphs 10 through 12,
infra.

3. Form of Estimation Motions. Each Estimation Motion will be numbered
consecutively. Each Estimation Motion shall be filed and served in both Spanish and English.

4. Claims Exhibits. An exhibit listing the Claims that are subject to the particular
Estimation Motion (the “Claims to Be Estimated”) will be attached thereto. Each exhibit will
include only Claims as to which there is a common basis for estimation. The exhibits will include,
without limitation, the following information, alphabetized by claimant:

a. The Claims that are the subject of the Estimation Motion and the Proof of Claim
number(s) related thereto from the Claims Register;

b. The asserted amount of the Claim(s); and

c. The Debtors’ proposed allowed amount for each Claim and an explanation,
including an appropriate factual proffer, of the basis for the proposed allowed
amount.

5. Notice and Service. Each Estimation Motion shall be accompanied by a notice to
claimants, attached as Exhibit A hereto in both Spanish and English. Each Estimation Motion
will be filed with the Court and served upon (a) the U.S. Trustee, (b) the Master Service List (as
defined by the Nineteenth Amended Case Management Procedures (Docket Entry No. 27218-1 in
Case No. 17-3283), which 1is available on the Debtors’ case website at
https://cases.ra.kroll.com/puertorico, and (c) the claimants subject to the Estimation Motion, who
will be served via mail and email, to the extent the claimant has an email address on file with Kroll
Restructuring LLC.

For the avoidance of doubt, the Estimation Procedures do not amend or alter the
Amended Alternative Dispute Resolution Procedures (Docket Entry No. 23113-1 in Case
No. 17-3283) (the “ADR Procedures™).

Capitalized terms used but not defined herein shall have the meanings set forth in the
Motion for Entry of an Order (A) Approving Procedures for Estimating Remaining
Claims, (B) Approving Form of Notice, and (C) Granting Related Relief.
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RESPONSES TO ESTIMATION MOTIONS

6. Parties Required to File a Response. Any party who disputes an Estimation Motion
is required to file a response (the “Response”) in accordance with the procedures set forth herein.
If a party whose claim is subject to an Estimation Motion does not file and serve a Response in
compliance with the procedures below, the Court may grant the Estimation Motion with respect to
such claim without further notice to the claimant.

7. Response Contents. Each Response must contain the following (at a minimum):

a. acaption stating the name of the Court, the name of the Debtor(s) against which
the claim is asserted, the case number, the title of the Estimation Motion to
which the Response is directed, and the Proof of Claim number(s) related
thereto;

b. aconcise statement setting forth the reasons why the Court should not grant the
Estimation Motion with respect to such claim, including the claimant’s
proposed allowed amount, as well as the factual and legal bases upon which the
claimant will rely in opposing the Estimation Motion and upon which the
claimant’s proposed allowed amount is based;

c. a copy of any other documentation or other evidence supporting the claim, to
the extent not already included with the Proof of Claim or provided to the
Oversight Board or the Debtors through the ADR process or otherwise, upon
which the claimant will rely in opposing the Estimation Motion; provided,
however, that if a claimant intends to rely on materials previously submitted to
the Oversight Board or the Debtors, the claimant must identify, with specificity,
the particular document on which the claimant intends to rely; and

d. the following contact information for the responding party:

i. the name, address, telephone number, and email address of the responding
claimant or the name, address, telephone number, and email address of the
claimant’s attorney or designated representative to whom the attorneys for
the Debtors should serve a reply to the Response, if any; or

ii. the name, address, telephone number, and email address of the party with
authority to reconcile, settle, or otherwise resolve the Estimation Motion on
the claimant’s behalf.

8. Confidential Information. Claimants need not disclose confidential, proprietary, or
otherwise protected information in their Response. However, if a claimant intends to rely on such
information in opposing an Estimation Motion, they must disclose that information, subject to
appropriate confidentiality constraints, directly to counsel to the Debtors so that such information
may be considered in connection with their Response.

0. Filing and Service of the Response. A Response will be deemed timely only if it is
filed with the Court and served by 4:00 pm (Atlantic Time) on the day that is twenty-five (25)
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calendar days from the date the Estimation Motion is served (or an additional three (3) days
pursuant to Fed. R. Bank. P. 9006(f) if service was by mail), unless otherwise extended, in writing,
by the Debtors (the “Response Deadline”). A Response must be served on counsel for the
Oversight Board and counsel for the claims reconciliation monitors (appointed pursuant to Section
82.1(b) of the Commonwealth’s Plan of Adjustment) (the “Claims Reconciliation Monitors”).

10.  Meet and Confer Regarding Responses. Within ten (10) days of the filing of a
Response to an Estimation Motion, the Debtors shall meet and confer with the claimant (the
“Responding Claimant”) in an effort to resolve the matter consensually.

11. Status Report. If, after Debtors have met and conferred with Responding
Claimants, there remain unresolved matters that need to be heard at an omnibus hearing, the
Debtors shall file a status report no later than thirty (30) days before the relevant omnibus hearing
informing the Court and parties in interest which claims will be heard at the forthcoming hearing
(each, an “Unresolved Response™). The Status Report may address the status of multiple
Unresolved Responses subject to an Estimation Motion. Where appropriate, the Status Report
shall address whether discovery and/or an evidentiary proceeding is required with respect to any
particular claim, present a proposed schedule for such, and specify the amount of time required for
any evidentiary proceeding, if applicable.

12.  Notice of Hearing. Unless otherwise directed by the Court, no later than twenty-
one (21) days before the relevant hearing, the Debtors shall serve each Responding Claimant with
a notice, in both English and Spanish, of the upcoming hearing. The notice shall include the date,
time, and location of the hearing. The Debtors shall also utilize best efforts to communicate the
date, time, and location of the hearing directly to the Responding Claimant, if pro se, or through
the Responding Claimant’s counsel, if applicable.

13.  Reply to a Response. The Debtors shall be permitted to file a reply to any
Unresolved Response (the “Reply”) no later than fourteen (14) days before the hearing with respect
to the relevant Unresolved Response. In connection with any Reply, the Debtors shall submit
certified translations of any Spanish-language materials submitted by a pro se claimant in support
of an Unresolved Response.

14. Hearing. At each omnibus hearing where an Unresolved Response of a pro se
claimant will be heard, the Oversight Board must make a certified interpreter available at the
United States District Court for the District of Puerto Rico, 150 Carlos Chardon Street, Federal
Building, San Juan, Puerto Rico 00918-1767 (the “Hato Rey Courthouse”), to assist any Spanish-
speaking pro se Responding Claimants during the hearing and at least one attorney representing
the Oversight Board must also be present at the Hato Rey Courthouse for the omnibus hearing.
The Oversight Board must confer with the Clerk’s Office of the United States District Court for
the District of Puerto Rico (the “Clerk’s Office”) and follow any instructions provided by the
Clerk’s Office concerning the operation of the hearing.

15. Contested Matter. Each Unresolved Response to an Estimation Motion shall
constitute a separate contested matter as contemplated by Bankruptcy Rule 9014, and any order
entered by the Court with respect to an Estimation Motion will be deemed a separate order with
respect to such claim. The Debtors, in their sole discretion, may adjourn the hearing on an
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Unresolved Response on seven (7) days’ notice to a subsequent omnibus hearing date without
further order of the Court.

16. Failure to Respond. A Response that is not filed and served by the Response
Deadline, or such other date as agreed with the Debtors, in accordance with the procedures set
forth herein may not be considered by the Court. Absent reaching an agreement with the Debtors
resolving the Estimation Motion to a Claim, failure to timely file and serve a Response as set forth
herein may result in the Court granting the Estimation Motion without further notice or hearing.

17. Certificate of No Objection. After the Response deadline has passed, and no
Response has been filed or served in accordance with the procedures set forth herein, the Debtors
may file a certificate of no objection (“CNO”) indicating that no Responses have been filed or
served on the Debtors and submit a proposed order granting the relief requested. If one or more
Responses have been filed, the Debtors may file a CNO with respect to the claims that have not
been the subject of a Response. However, any CNO must specify on a separate exhibit any claims
subject to the proposed order that belong to creditors that (i) had undeliverable addresses, or (ii)
have previously filed, or served on the Oversight Board, a response to an omnibus objection.
Furthermore, the CNO must include the date of the filing and service of the motion, the deadline
for filing an objection thereto, and a statement that counsel is filing the CNO not less than forty-
five (45) days after the expiration of such deadline. In filing the CNO, counsel for the Debtors
represents to the Court that the Debtors are unaware of any objection, responsive pleading, or
request for a hearing with respect to the claims that are the subject of the CNO, that counsel has
reviewed the Court’s docket not less than forty-five (45) days after expiration of time to file an
objection, and that no objection, responsive pleading, or request for a hearing to the claims that
are the subject of the CNO appears on the docket. Interested parties will have fourteen (14) days
to respond to the CNO, after which time, the Court may enter the proposed order.

EFFECT OF AN ESTIMATED AMOUNT

18. The Estimation Procedures will result in determining the maximum estimated
allowed amount (the “Estimated Allowed Amount”) for each Claim to Be Estimated—whether as
a result of (i) an evidentiary hearing before the Title III Court; (ii) consensual resolution between
the Oversight Board and a Responding Claimant; or (iii) a claimant’s failure to oppose an
Estimation Motion. In no event will a Claim to Be Estimated ultimately be allowed in an amount
higher than the Estimated Allowed Amount.

19. The Oversight Board, in its sole discretion, may (a) allow any Claim to Be
Estimated at the Estimated Allowed Amount, or (b) use the Estimated Allowed Amount for
purposes of establishing appropriate reserves in support of making distributions in respect of the
Plans while allowing the Claim to Be Estimated to proceed through the ADR Procedures; provided,
however, that the consent of the Claims Reconciliation Monitors shall be required in order for the
Oversight Board to convert an estimated claim amount into an allowed claim amount with an
allowed amount in excess of $500,000.

21. Reservation of Rights. NOTHING IN ANY ESTIMATION MOTION OR
ESTIMATION NOTICE IS OR SHALL BE DEEMED TO CONSTITUTE A WAIVER OF ANY
RIGHTS OF THE DEBTORS OR ANY OTHER PARTY IN INTEREST IN THESE CASES TO
DISPUTE ANY CLAIMS, ASSERT COUNTERCLAIMS, RIGHTS OF OFFSET OR
RECOUPMENT, DEFENSES, OBJECT TO CLAIMS (OR OTHER CLAIMS OR CAUSES OF
ACTION OF A CLAIMANT) ON ANY GROUNDS NOT PREVIOUSLY RAISED IN AN
OBJECTION, UNLESS THE COURT HAS ALLOWED A CLAIM OR ORDERED

allowed amount is based.

v) Supporting Documentation. To the extent not already included with the proof of
claim, the response should include a copy of any other documentation or other
evidence supporting the claim upon which the claimant will rely in opposing the
Estimation Motion.

v) Signature. You must sign your response. If you do not sign your response, the clerk
will not accept it for filing.
